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How do | adjust seating depth to improve accuracy?

Because X, XLC, and Triple-Shock X-Bullets are solid copper,
their pressure characteristics differ from other conventional
jacketed bullets. In our lab, we found best pressures and
accuracy when bullets are seated .030" to .070" from the
lands (grooves or rifling) of a rifle. Most of the time, optimum
conditions are experienced at .050" off the lands, so start
there. Then move backward or forward in .005"-.010"
increments to find the “sweet spot” for your particular rifle.

What kind of accuracy can | expect with Barnes X, XLC, and
Triple-Shock X- Bullets?

All three styles of X-Bullets have no separate jacket and core,
which eliminates the concentricity problems that occur with
conventional lead-core bullets. Properly handloaded, X, XLC,
and Triple-Shock X-Bullets deliver excellent accuracy. We
receive phone calls and e-mails daily from customers who
report groups as good or better than they’'ve ever obtained
from their hunting rifles.

Will the pure copper X-Bullets cause increased copper
fouling in my rifle’s bore?

The X-Bullets are made of pure copper, they’re heat treated
in a way that reduces fouling. If you begin with a clean bore,
the X-Bullets shouldn’t cause any significant increase in
fouling. We suggest that you thoroughly clean your barrel
with an aggressive copper remover (Barnes CR-10
or Sweets 7.62). Our solid copper X-Bullets are made of a
softer material than used on jacketed bullets. Be sure to
clean out any jacket fouling in your barrel before you shoot
any of the three styles of X-Bullets.

What kind of penetration can | expect with all three X-
Bullet designs?

Our tests have shown that all of the X-Bullets can be expected
to penetrate 28 percent deeper than lead-core bullets. This is
attributed to the X-Bullet's high weight retention and
superior expansion design. While lead-core bullets expand to
produce a relatively smooth mushroom shape, the frontal
section of the X, XLC, or Triple-Shock X-Bullet peels back to
form four sharp-edged copper petals. These petals help
the X-Bullets slice its way through game, contributing to
superior penetration.

Can | shoot all three X-Bullet styles in my single-shot
pistol?

Because the X-Bullets open at velocities as low as 1600 to
1800 fps, it is the ideal choice for single-shot hunting pistols.
Unlike conventional pistol bullets designed for handgun
velocities, the X-Bullets also perform well at magnum speeds.

If 1 shoot any style of the X-Bullet at high velocity, will it
come apart like lead-core bullets often do?

Because of its heat-treated solid copper design, the X-Bullets
remain in one piece, retaining nearly 100 percent of their
weight, even at extreme velocities.

A N S W ER S

When I use X, XLC, or Triple-Shock X-Bullets, should I
choose a lighter bullet than I’d normally use?

Because all of the X-Bullets retain nearly 100% of their
original weight and penetrate so well, many shooters select a
lighter-weight X-Bullet than a conventional jacketed bullet.
The lighter X-Bullets provide higher velocities and a
flatter trajectory, and still outperform heavier bullets of
conventional design.

Will the X-Bullet’s longer length cause an increase in
pressure when | shoot my rifle?

Because X-Bullets are made of pure copper, which has
a lighter specific gravity than lead, they’re longer than
conventional bullets of the same weight. We’ve done
extensive pressure testing and have found that our
Triple-Shock X-Bullets cause no significant increase in
pressure; the XLC Bullets reduce pressure, while the original
X-Bullets may create slightly higher pressures. Handloaders
should be aware of these differences when working up loads
for these state-of-the-art bullets.

Note: Whenever a major handloading component is changed,
it’s necessary to reduce the powder charge, and then work
up to maximum safe levels.

At what velocity will the X, XLC, and the Triple-Shock X-
Bullet’s cavity open up?

All X-Bullets designed for rifles begin to open up and expand
at impact velocities as low as 1400 to 1800 fps, regardless of
caliber. Expander MZ muzzleloader bullets begin expanding
at 1000 fps, while XPB pistol bullets function properly
beginning at 650 to 900 fps. Barnes Expander shotgun slugs
deliver optimum performance at velocities as low as 900 fps.
All bullets are carefully tested to ensure they meet these
minimum standards.

Will all of the X-Bullet styles open up on light-skinned
game like antelope and deer?

All X-Bullets, including the XLC and new Triple-Shock
X-Bullets, have a hollow cavity that extends back from the
nose approximately 1/3 of the bullet’s length. When the
bullet strikes game, a hydraulic effect is immediately created,
forcing the cavity open. The nose peels back into its
characteristic “X” shape, which causes a devastating wound
channel without affecting penetration. Hunters report perfect
expansion on animals as small as African dik dik (measuring
only 5 inches in body width), as well as on western coyotes.
While the bullet passes completely through the animal, little
energy is actually wasted. The X-Bullets are a highly efficient
killer of both heavy and light-skinned game.

In the Barnes reloading manual, how does the reloading
data compare to that suggested by other manufacturers.

Unlike conventional lead-core bullets, X-Bullets are solid
copper. Because of their different characteristics, our
suggested loads are typically lighter. Therefore, we always
recommend using data listed in the Barnes Reloading Manual
whenever possible.

Q. At what velocity will the Barnes
Originals expand?

A. Barnes’ Original bullets begin expand-
ing at 1600 fps.

Q. What are Barnes Solids used for?

A. Barnes’ round-nosed Solid bullets
are designed for maximum, sure
penetration on dangerous game.
Spitzer solids are recommended
when minimum pelt damage is
desired. Some Barnes Solids, like our
.50 BMG bullets, are used as target
bullets because they’re manufactured
to such tight tolerances.

Q. How much fouling can | expect with
the Triple-Shock X-Bullets?

A.  Triple-Shock X-Bullets have a series of
grooves machined into the bullet shank
to reduce the bullet’s bearing surface
against the barrel. This also dramatically
reduces the amount of fouling.

Q. What load data do | use, and are
there any special loading techniques
for the Triple-Shock X-Bullets?

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A.  When loading the new Triple-Shock
X-Bullets, we recommend using the load
data listed in the Barnes Reloading
Manual for X-Bullets of the same weight.
Start at the minimum charge weight and
carefully work the load up from there.

The reduced bearing surface of the
Triple-Shock X-Bullets may create
lower pressures the Barnes X-Bullets
generate. To compensate for this and
achieve maximum velocity, it may be
possible to exceed the maximum load
listed by 1 or 2 grains, working up in 1/2
grain increments. Watch for signs of
excess pressure, i.e., once-fired case
head expansion of more the .0005',
sticky bolt lift, flattened primers, or a
shiny spot on the base of the case. If
any of these signs appear, reduce
your load by one full grain.

Q. What makes your VLC’s and Varmin-A-
Tors better than other varmint bullets?

A.  The nose on both bullet styles is
scored and is very explosive in
comparison to other available bullets.
Also, they are very accurate.
The coated VLCs reduce fouling
pressure, so that accuracy won’t
be compromised after a varmint
shooter’s extended shooting sessions.

What is the maximum velocity | can
shoot the Varmin-A-Tors/VLC Bullets
and what load data can | use?

The Varmin-A-Tors and VLC Bullets are
designed to shoot in all standard twist
rifles at factory velocities. The Varmin-A-
Tors are a lead core bullet. You can use
regular load data such as the Hodgdon
Manual or other published load data.

We suggest that you use the 60-grain
load data for the 58-grain Varmin-A-
Tors and the 75-grain load data for the
72-grain Varmin-A-Tors.

The VLCs are the same bullets, just
coated. Work up your own loads if
you would like, using the same grain
bullets and starting 2 grains below
listed max load, working up in 1/2
grain increments. Watch for signs of
excess pressure, i.e., once-fired case
head expansion of more the .0005",
sticky bolt lift, flattened primers, or a
shiny spot on the base of the case. If
any of these signs appear, reduce
your load by one full grain.

Keep in mind that VLC bullets
usually require 1 grain of additional
powder for equal pressures, max load
for max load. Enjoy!

What advantages do you get with the
new Spit-Fire MZ bullet?

The Spit-Fire’s boattail base and
spitzer-style nose give it a higher BC
than competing bullets have, providing
the distinct advantage of flatter
trajectory. The Spit-Fire MZ delivers
the same reliable expansion and
penetration all X-Bullets are famous for.

Is it better for a hunting bullet to travel
completely through an animal and exit
the far side, or remain in the game?

To provide a clean, humane Kkill, the
bullet should penetrate as deeply as
possible. Deep penetration creates a
larger wound channel than shallow
penetration does and the larger wound
channel results in more one-shot Kkills.
When a bullet stops before deep
penetration has occurred, this is often a
sign of bullet failure due to loss of
weight. If a bullet is stopped by an
animal’s front shoulder, maximum
energy transfer fails to reach vital organs.
If the bullet exits the animal, energy
transfer has occurred along the length
of the bullet’s path. Muscle, organ and
bone destruction, not foot-pounds of
energy, causes a quick humane Kkill.
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After penetrating the animal approximately
20 - 24 inches, my bullet looked like one of
those perfect sample bullets you see in
displays. When | returned home, | weighed the
195-grain bullet, and it actually weighed 195.3
grains. This means it lost none of its original
weight. This is the first time I've hunted game
with .45 caliber expander MZ bullets, and |
don’t see how a bullet could perform any better.
Tell everybody to keep up the good work.
