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PRIMARY LIGHT 
One is none. You need to start with one powerful light that’s small enough to always carry with 
you and easy to access no matter where you are, or what you’re doing. You should have your light
holstered, just like your handgun, with extra batteries right there in the holster—ready when you need
them. It should provide tactical-level light (over 50 lumens for an LED) to enable you to disorient 
or temporarily blind the night-adapted vision of an aggressor. 

BACKUP LIGHT
Two is one. What do you do if your primary light fails or is lost? You need a backup light. It must be
compact, since room on your duty belt (or under your suit jacket) is limited, but it has to be bright
enough to blind or disorient, or what good is it?  It should also use the same batteries as your primary
light so spares are always handy. We need to keep it simple because you have much bigger things on
your plate. A backup light should be a long-running, tactical-level light that is always around as well
as being as tough as your primary light, even if it’s a bit smaller. And it’s perfect for off-duty use too,
because you’re always a cop, and failure is not an option.

WEAPONLIGHT
Three is KEY. You need a weapon-mounted light because, when your weapon is drawn, we all know
what’s on the line. A SureFire WeaponLight will help you identify the threat—or see that there is no
threat at all. You need a powerful, lightweight, and shockproof WeaponLight that mounts easily to
your pistol (shotgun or rifle, we’ve got you covered there too) and is always ready to go. Lights with
lasers are available too, but on that front, you make the call. Handheld lights are indispensable, but
any gunfighter will tell you, sometimes it’s best to keep both hands on your gun.
