Only when you are certain you have fully familiarized
yourself with the function of your firearm should you practice
loading, unloading and firing with live rounds of ammunition.

This instruction manual should always accompany this
firearm, and be transferred with it upon change of own-
ership. Should you ever need to replace it, this manual is
available FREE upon request from Charles Daly.

/\ GENERAL SAFETY WARNINGS

1. Careless and improper handling of this gun could result
in unintended discharge causing injury, death or proper-
ty damage. Safety must be the first and constant consid-
eration when handling a firearm and ammunition.

2. This pistol was designed to function properly in its origi-
nal condition. Alterations can make it unsafe. Do not alter
any part or add or replace parts.

3. Pistols should only be carried with the magazine and
chamber empty to prevent accidental dlscharge

so you never flre it accudentally when you think it is
unloaded. Never take anyone's word it is unloaded.
Always check it yourself with your fingers off the trigger
and the gun pointed in a safe direction.
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Never keep or carry any pistol with the hammer cocked.
Cocking the hammer or pulling the trigger should only be
done when you are ready to shoot immediately. This
way, your gun cannot be unintentionally fired. Your pistol
cannot normally fire unless the trigger is pulled. Never
place your finger inside the trigger guard unless you
intend to fire.

Water, snow, mud, excessive lubricating oil or grease or
any other material can obstruct the barrel of your gun.
Always check the barrel of your firearm for obstruction
before loading and firing. Clean a fouled gun immediate-
ly to ensure its correct and safe function.

all times. Never let the muzzle of a firearm point at any
part of your body, another person or at anything you do
not intend to shoot. Always be certain of your target
before firing.

UNLOAD ALL FIREARMS WHEN NOT IN USE. NEVER
STORE A LOADED FIREARM. Firearms and ammuni-
tion should be safely stored separately so that they are
inaccessible to children or unauthorized users.

Your Charles Daly HP has been supplied with a safety
lock. Read the supplied pamphlet on Gun Locks,
Instruction and Use.

Always make sure your gun is not loaded before clean-
ing, storing, or handing it to another person.

Always wear safety glasses while shooting to protect
your eyes from injury by gun powder, gas, lubricant, dirt
or metallic particles, carbon residue, sparks or other
debris.

Always wear ear protection when shooting, especially on
a range. Without ear protection, the noise from your gun,
and other guns close to you, could leave a “ringing” in the
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ears for some time after firing. Repeated exposure to
shooting noise could result in permanent hearing loss.

Never climb a tree, fence or wall while carrying a loaded
firearm.

Don't shoot at a hard surface, or at water. A bullet may
ricochet and travel in unpredictable directions to strike
you or an object you cannot see.

Firearms and alcohol don't mix. Never drink alcoholic
beverages or take drugs before or during shooting, as
this constitutes criminal disregard for your safety and that
of others. Never use a gun while you are taking medica-
tion unless you have checked with your doctor to ensure
your fitness to handle your gun safely.

After removing the magazine from your pistol, check to
be certain a live round does not remain in the chamber.
If you have any doubts about your ability to handle or use
this pistol safely, seek supervised instruction.
Horseplay has no place around firearms. Guns can’t
think - you can!

Remember, safety is your responsibility, be a safe
shooter.

2. Remove the magazine completely by depressing the
magazine release on the left side of the frame. (Fig.9) Pul
the magazine completely out of the magazine well. This
will render the pistol inoperative.

3. Move the safety into the “off” position and draw the
slide fully rearward.

4. Check the chamber to ensure it is unloaded.

5. Place an empty magazine into the magazine well. You
chamber and magazine are unloaded.

6. Place your thumb on the hammer making sure you
control the hammer’s movement.

7. Pull the trigger and slowly lower the hammer to the “at

Load the magazine by placing the
rim of a cartridge on the wide end
of the magazine. Slowly depress
the follower while sliding the car-
tridge rearward. Repeat this
process until the magazine is fully
loaded. (Fig.7)

Slide the loaded magazine
into the magazine well on
the bottom of the grip. Make
sure the magazine engages
into the locked position
(Fig.8)

Be sure the muzzle is point-
ed downrange in a safe
direction. While keeping
your finger out of the trigger
guard, pull the slide fully
rearward and release.

AYou now have a live
round in the chamber and
your gun is now ready to
fire.

A WARNING: Read and understand all instructions and
warnings in this manual BEFORE using this pistol. It is impor-

AWARNMG: Remember, if you have already drawn back
the slide over a loaded magazine there is now a live cartridge
in the chamber. Make sure your safety is in the “safe” posi-
tion until you are ready to fire. Be sure of your target and
what's beyond before firing.

1. To fire your pistol, return the manual safety to the “off”
position by lowering the safety to a parallel position
with the slide. The safety is now off and the pistol will
fire when the trigger is pulled.

2. After the round is discharged, the slide will travel rear-
ward allowing the spent cartridge to be ejected and
replaced with a live round.

3. This process can be repeated until the magazine has
been emptied at which time the slide will lock open.

AWARNING: Be sure to hold the pistol by the grip and
keep both hands well clear of the slide operation and away
from the muzzle. Be sure to wear eye protection and hearing
protection when firing.

AW&NJ&Q: Should a cartridge fail to fire when the trig-
ger is pulled, keep the pistol pointed in a safe direction,
remove your finger from the trigger and wait 30 seconds. You
may then unload the pistol and dispose of the cartridge prop-
erly. If you hear an unusual sound on firing, stop firing,
unload and check the barrel for obstructions.

AWARNING: Read and understand all instructions and

warnings in this manual BEFORE using this pistol. Always
keep the pistol pointed in a safe direction.

If your pistol is in the “ready to fire” position, but conditions
change and you no longer want to fire, follow these proce-
dures.

1. Place the manual safety into the “on” position

2. Remove the magazine completely by depressing the mag-
azine release on the left side of the frame. (Fig.9) Pull the
magazine completely out of the magazine well. This will
render the pistol inopera-
tive.

3. Move the safety into the
“off” position.

4. Draw the slide rearward
and tilt the pistol so the
chambered round can fall
free from the chamber.

5. Visually inspect the cham-
ber to make sure it is empty before allowing the slide
to close. Your pistol is now unloaded.

CAUTION: Do not eject unfired cartridges onto any sur-
faces where the cartridge primer might strike a solid object
and discharge the cartridge.

DISASSEMBLY

MARNING: Read and understand all instructions and
warnings in this manual BEFORE using this pistol. Always
make sure the pistol is completely unloaded before disas-
sembly. Wear safety glasses in case you lose control of a
spring-loaded component, which could injure your eyes.

At regular intervals or when the pistol has been exposed to
sand, water or other adverse conditions, disassemble, clean
and oil it.

CLEANING

Use a cleaning rod, a brass bristle brush and patches appro-
priate to your pistol’s caliber to clean it. Use a good quality
cleaning solution to swab the bore, slide and frame rails.
Lightly oil the entire pistol including the barrel, slide rail cuts,
frame rails, trigger, and hammer assemblies.

AWA&{ING; Firing a pistol with oil, grease, or any other
material even partially obstructing the bore may result in
damage to the pistol and serious injury to the shooter and
those nearby. Do not spray or apply lubricants directly on
ammunition. You are responsible for the proper care and
maintenance of your firearm.

REASSEMBLY

1. Place slide so it rests on its sights.
2. Insert the barrel into the slide so the barrel is locked
into position.

3. Insert recoil spring and guide rod assembly into spring
housing making sure the flat side of the guide rod is up
and against the barrel lug. (Fig. 17)

4. With the magazine removed, position the frame so that
the slide rails align with cuts on the slide. (Fig.18)

5. Draw slide rearward to allow safety to be raised into
the disassembly notch.

6. Push the safety into the disassembly notch.

7. Insert slide stop stem into its hole on the left side of
the frame. Push inward while holding the serrated end
upward allowing the slide stop to completely seat
against the slide stop notch.

8. Remove the safety from the disassembly notch and the
slide will quickly move forward.

& CAUTION: Always unload your gun and store it and
ammunition separately in a locked receptacle out of chil-
dren's reach and sight, minimizing the risk that the gun and
ammunition could be easily available for loading and firing.

Please package the gun securely (be certain
gun parts cannot shift during shipment) in a suitable shipping
container.

Include with your firearm a detailed description of the prob-
lem and service you wish us to perform. Please give us a
clear ship-to address, (no P.O. Box numbers) your daytime
phone number and if possible a fax number and email
address. Please place your correspondence inside the pack-
age.

All limitations in our Standard Limited Warranty are includ-
ed in our Limited Lifetime Repair Policy . You must mail in the
warranty registration card that comes with your firearm, or
Register Your Warranty online to be covered under this
Lifetime Repair Policy. If you do not register your warranty,
your purchase will still be covered under our traditional
Standard Limited Warranty.
